Multi-Sport/Activity Participation District Policy


Academic preparation and citizenship development are the most important outcome of our K-12 program. These outcomes are enhanced by extra-curricular participation, because of its contribution to the development of teamwork, sportsmanship, respect, hard work, and commitment to others above self.

Extra-curricular participation is a privilege which requires the commitment from students, coaches/sponsors, parents, and the school district. The district’s goal is to have the best academic and extra curricular programs in the state. To accomplish this goal the following expectations must be met:
Coaches/sponsors are expected to work together to promote multi-sport/activity participation. Off season coaches/sponsors are expected to be supportive of athletes/members and coaches/sponsors participating in an in-season sport/activity. An athlete/members first responsibility is to the in-season sport/activity. Coaches/sponsors will work hard to offer non-conflicting off-season opportunities to increase and develop athletes/members skills while promoting the importance of participation of in-season sports/activities.

Athletes/members – the success of your team/group depends on your hard work and commitment. This means time management, setting priorities, an understanding that your skills will improve in relationship to the effort you expand in and out of season.
Parents/School district – will support and promote the success of all programs and the priority of academic preparation.

In rare situations a student may request participation in two activities/sports at the same time. As this option is considered, the student and parent are expected to fully understand that same season/dual participation may negatively impact academic progress, skill attainment, team chemistry, and contest preparation. Should this be the case, participation/playing time could be impacted.

District policy is to support consideration of same season/dual participation through the ninth grade. A specific contract which requires a declaration of a major/minor sport/activity and strong communication from all parties is required. After the ninth grade year same season/dual participation will be at the sole discretion of the athletic director on a case by case basis.
